Rotarians Get C.A.M.O. Update

Central American Medical Outreach executive director Kathy Tschiegg gave fellow Orrville Rotarians
an update on her organization during the club’s weekly noon meeting on Tuesday September 16.
C.AM.O., founded in 1993, operates 16 programs and provides 143,000 medical services each year
in Honduras and surrounding countries. Tschiegg exports five 48-foot containers of donated medical
equipment and supplies annually totalling $2 million in value. Employing 33 Hondurans and four
full-time employees in Orrville, C.A.M.O. has recently been recognized by the Honduran Ministry
of Finance as the most fiscally responsible non-government organization operating in the country.
Focusing primarily on the impovershed Western region and its principal city Santa Rosa de Copan,
C.A.M.O. has undertaken one major building project per year, ranging from a hospital laundry, kitchen,
and medical library to a day care facility and local gymnasium. Through the years the organization’s
focus has expanded from purely medical assistance to addressing the region’s broader quality of life
issues. Currently work is finishing on rebuilding a cultural center to offer local artisans a venue to sell
their wares and provide personal development classes for residents. At press time, Tschiegg is back in
Honduras coordinating another round of volunteer activities. For more info on C.A.M.O., visit www.
